23.0 Boarding, lodging and transportation from residence to plant will be in Contractor’s scope.

24.0 The contractor shall arrange all the safety gadgets like helmets, safety shoes, gloves, safety goggles etc. for
his manpower as per safety norms of HURL. The contractor shall abide by all the safety rules and regulation
of HURL.

25.0 The contractor shall engage proper skilled / qualified / authorized personnel and ensure the expected quality
of work. If any of their personnel is found to be unsuitable by HURL the contractor shall withdraw them and
provide suitable replacement immediately, failing which HURL reserves full rights to get the job done by
alternate suitable persons at risk and cost of the contractor.

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4.0 | Benefits To Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) shall be exempted from paying

“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract hereof.
“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

“Day” means calendar day of the Gregorian Calendar.

“Week” means a continuous period of seven (7) calendar days.

“Month” means calendar month of the Gregorian Calendar.

“Completion” means the fulfilment of the Services by the Contractor in
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Contract.
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“Contractor” shall mean the successful Sole Bidder or Consortium whose bid
has been accepted by the OWNER and who has been selected by the OWNER
for the award of Works and shall include his heirs, legal representatives,
successors and permitted assigns.

It shall be incumbent upon the Contractor to obtain a registration certificate
as a dealer under GST Law, and other law(s) relating to levy of tax, duty, cess
etc. and necessary evidence to this effect shall be furnished by the
Contractor to the Owner.

The Contract Price (of both domestic and foreign Contractor) shall also be
exclusive of GST applicable on services as per the rates prevailing as on seven
(7) days prior to the date of Techno-Commercial bid opening or as per the
rate mentioned by the bidder. In case the Contractor is from outside India,
who does not have any fixed establishment or permanent address in India,
the GST shall be paid to the concerned Tax Authorities in India by the Owner
and the same shall be recovered/ deducted from the Contractor.

In case of any variation in the rate of GST during the period of Contract, an
equitable amount shall be paid/ recovered from the Contractor to fully take
into account any such change.

If a new tax, duty, or levy is imposed or any rates of tax are increased or
decreased under statute or law in India after the date seven (7) days prior to
date of Techno-Commercial bid opening and the Contractor becomes liable
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there under to pay and actually pays the said new tax, duty or levy for
bonafide use on the work contracted, the same shall be
reimbursed/recovered to the Contractor.

Neither CONTRACTOR nor OWNER shall be considered in default in the
performance of their obligations under CONTRACT, as long as such
performance is prevented or delayed for reasons such as, including but not
limited to, whether similar of dissimilar, acts of God, earthquake, tidal wave,
tsunami, hurricane, storm, typhoon or cyclone (except monsoon), floods,
lightening, land slide, fire or explosions, plague or epidemic, strikes of a
whole National category of workers and concerted act of workmen or other
industrial disturbances (lasting more than 7 consecutive calendar DAYs),
lockouts (lasting more than 7 consecutive calendar DAYs), sabotage,
blockade, war, riots, invasion, act of foreign enemies, hostilities (whether
war be declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution, terrorist acts,
insurrection or military or usurped power of confiscation or trade
embargoes or destruction or requisition by order of any Government or any
Public Authority or for reasons or cause beyond the reasonable control of
the affected party provided notice of any such cause is given forthwith and
in any event not later than one week (7) DAYs of the happening of the event
by the party claiming the benefit of this Clause to the other specifying the
matter constituting FORCE MAJEURE explaining

to what extent contractual obligations will thereby be prevented or delayed
and the further period for which it is estimated that such prevention or delay
will continue.

CONTRACTOR shall provide justificatory documents countersigned by the
local Chamber of Commerce. Notwithstanding the forgoing, FORCE
MAJEURE shall not include (a) weather conditions reasonably to be
expected for the climate in the geographic area of the SITE including but
not limited to the monsoon season, (b) the occurrence of any manpower
or material shortages unless such a shortage is itself caused by an event of
force majeure, or (c) any delay, default or failure (direct or indirect) in
obtaining materials, or in any SUB-CONTRACTOR/VENDOR or worker
performing any WORK or any other delay, default or failure (financial or
otherwise) attributable to SUB-CONTRACTOR/Vendor/worker, unless such
delay, default or failure results from any act, event or condition which
would, with respect to such SUBCONTRACTOR/ VENDOR/ worker,
constitute an event of force majeure.

If the CONTRACTOR suffers delay in the due execution of the contractual
obligations due to delays caused by force majeure as defined above, the

The mere shortage of labour, materials
or utilities shall not constitute FORCE MAJEURE unless caused by
circumstances which are themselves FORCE MAJEURE.

CONTRACTOR and OWNER shall endeavour to prevent, overcome, or remove
the causes of FORCE MAJEURE.

No ground for exemption can be invoked if CONTRACTOR has failed to give
timely notice by registered letter and subsequently supported it by
documentary evidence.

Delay or non-performance by a party hereto caused by the occurrence of any
event of FORCE MAJEURE shall not:

(a) Constitute a default or breach of the CONTRACT, Or

(b) Give rise to any claim for damages or additional cost or expense
occasioned thereby, if such delay or non-performance is caused
by the occurrence of any event of FORCE MAJEURE. FORCE
MAJEURE conditions are not payable under any circumstances.

Force Majeure is no one’s fault, therefore each party should bear its own
cost and a provision to terminate the CONTRACT in case of Force Majeure
extending beyond six (06) month is provided. Should OWNER wish the
CONTRACTOR to continue further, both parties may sit together and
mutually agree on the future course failing which Parties will have the right
to terminate. Such termination shall not be considered as Termination for
Owner’s Convenience.

No Breach of
Contract

The failure of a Party to fulfil any of its obligations hereunder shall not be
considered to be a breach of, or default under, this Contract insofar as such
inability arises from an event of Force Majeure, provided that the Party
affected by such an event has taken all reasonable precautions, due care and
reasonable alternative measures, all with the objective of carrying out the
terms and conditions of this Contract.

Measures to be
Taken on Force
Majeure

A Party affected by an event of Force Majeure shall continue to perform its
obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical and shall take
all reasonable measures to minimize the consequences of any event of Force
Majeure.

Suspension

a cumulative period of ninety (90) days and provided that such suspension is
not due to some fault on the part of the CONTRACTOR or a SUBCONTRACTOR.

Termination for
Default

The Owner or the Contractor, without prejudice to any other remedy for
breach of Contract, by notice of default sent to the other party, may
terminate the Contract in whole or in part if the other party causes a
fundamental breach of contract. In such an occurrence one party shall give
not less than thirty (30) days’ written notice of termination to the other
party.

Fundamental breaches of the Contract shall include but shall not be limited
to, the following:

"Fraudulent Practice" means a misrepresentation of facts in order to
influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the
detriment of the Owner and includes collusive practice among
Contractors (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid
prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Owner of
the benefits of free and open competition.

Termination for
Insolvency

The Owner and the Contractor may at any time terminate the Contract by
giving notice to the other party if:

(a) the Owner becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent.

(b) the Contractor becomes (or, if the Contractor consist of more than one
entity, if any of its members becomes) insolvent or bankrupt or enter
into any agreements with their creditors for relief of debt or take

If either the Owner or the Contractor is dissatisfied with the mutual
discussion, or if the mutual discussion fails to arrive at a decision within
thirty days (30) days of a dispute being discussed, then either the Owner or
the Contractor may, within fifty-six (56) days of such reference, give notice
to the other party, of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter
provided, as to the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this
matter may be commenced unless such notice is given.

Any dispute in respect of which a notice of intention to commence
arbitration has been given, in accordance with above clause, shall be finally
settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after
completion of the Services.

Any dispute submitted by a party to arbitration shall be heard by an
arbitration panel composed of three arbitrators, in accordance with the
provisions set forth below.

a) Analysis shall be reported as a rational number up to one decimal place after rounding off as per procedure laid

down in IS: 2-1960.

However, in case of any exigencies, the time
limit may vary by plus/ minus 5 days after approval from BUH.

c) In case cooling water circulation is stopped for more than 8 hours, the test coupons shall be rejected

Inspections during planned shutdowns should reveal that heat exchangers
and cooling water system is in good condition without serious corrosion, pitting, scaling or fouling failing which
recoveries, if any from their PBG may be made from the bidder as decided by HURL management.

3.0 Technical Requirements for Proposed Cooling Water Treatment Programme

3.1 General Requirements for Cooling Water Treatment package
a) HURL BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI require vendors to provide Non-Chromate, Ortho-Phosphate- Zinc, based
cooling water treatment package for the Ammonia & Urea cooling towers of Natural Gas based Ammonia/Urea
Plant at HURL BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI fertilizers. The cooling water treatment shall comprise of Zinc as the
cathodic inhibitor and stabilized ortho-phosphate as the anodic inhibitor combined as a single formulation.
Individual chemicals as cathodic and anodic inhibitors in basic chemical form are not acceptable. The products
offered should be field tested and proven.

b) Treatment should ensure no scaling in the heat exchangers. There should not be reduction in heat transfer
capacity of heat exchangers, due to fouling or formation of deposits.
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C) Effective control of biological growth shall be provided by using suitable biocides (3 nos.), bio-dispersant
together with Chlorine Dioxide. Doses should correspond to MIC (Minimum Inhibitory Concentration) of the
particular biocide.

d) Blow down should be suitable for discharge into the inland surface water drains which should be within the
State PCB specifications. Chemicals and treatment program should meet this requirement without exception.
The total quantity of blow down from all cooling towers needs to be maintained below the present level as
given at 2.2 with the indicative make up water analysis specified at 2.6. Blow down should be suitable for
discharge into the inland surface water drains which should be within the IS: 2490 (1981) and MINAS
specifications. Chemicals and treatment program should meet this requirement without exception. The SRB
limits in make-up water shall be 5 Nos. per 100 ml (normal) and 20 Nos. Per 100 ml (max.). Vendors should
mention the water blow- down after each non-oxidizing biocide dosage at percent (%) of system volume and
guantity. Excess blow down or make up if resorted to without valid reasons, HURL reserves the right to recover
the cost of excess water consumed along with cost of chemicals from the party.

€) Treatment program should be capable of sustained operation under the prevailing conditions and should be
able to tolerate, ingress of ammonia, urea dust and oil, etc. Details of contingency limits are indicated at 3.3
below.

f) Chemicals shall be supplied in HDPE containers. The containers must be properly sealed and shall be labelled
properly with brand name. Each batch of chemicals should have test certificate that all the chemicals should be
bio-degradable (preferably within 24 hrs), environment friendly and do not fall under banned category.

g) Daily water analysis to monitor the necessary treatment parameters shall be carried out at lab facility available
in HURL BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI & HURL has the right to check the analysis. All reagents, certified reference
material (CRM)/primary standard, glassware, tabletop/portable equipment & instruments for testing/analysis
are in the scope of contractor during the contract period.

h) Corrosion coupon will be assessed once in every month & in case the coupon found not satisfactory same need
to be demonstrated within next 15 days. Coupon will be assessed jointly by HURL and Vendor

i) Microbiological analysis will be carried out by the Vendor in the presence of HURL BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI’s
representative inline with ISO standards.

j) Vendor shall specify bio-dispersant and maintain its slug dose at concentration level 5.0 ppm (min) on holdup
volume basis along with biocide dose. Vendor shall dose bio dispersant at the exchanger inlet as and when
necessary

k) Vendor shall specify minimum three types of non-oxidizing biocides. Vendor to give concentrations (dozing
quantity). All the biocides must provide at least 95% killing efficiency at the half level of offered concentration
in the circulating water.

[) Incase of increase in SRB/TVC more than guaranteed or slime deposition, vendor shall add extra bio-dispersant
and biocide immediately to bring them within limit. Vendor shall use biocide for cleaning of the VAG/sand filters
once in two/three months or as per the requirement.

m) It is desirable to have continuous dozing of chemicals preferably by metering pumps for good control. For solid
dosing, vendor should mention the method of dosing.

n) Changeover of cooling water treatment shall be on line i.e. without plant interruption. On line changeover
chemicals, if required, shall be indicated separately but form a part of the contract.

0) Chemicals shall be supplied in new HDPE containers. The containers must be properly sealed and also shall be
labelled properly with name, brand name, batch no, expiry date etc. Each batch of chemicals should have test
certificate that all the chemicals are bio-degradable (preferably within 24 hrs), environment friendly and do not
fall under banned category.
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p) Total quantity of chemicals, to be supplied by the Vendor, should be adequate for 365 days operation of the
plantin a year.

q) During the tenure of the treatment, if corrosion rates are within permissible limits, vendor shall optimize the
use of chemicals in consultation with Engineer-in-charge without compromising on the water quality and
guaranteed parameters.

r) Vendors are advised to visit plant site and submit proposal only after extensive plant survey, ascertaining quality
of makeup, circulating water, blow down, equipment metallurgy etc. Vendor shall assess the requirement of
usage of each chemical and will quote appropriate dosages to meet the guarantees. Vendor is free to quote
chemicals over and above the chemicals specified in the price bid to meet the guarantees.

S) Vendor shall provide analytical method of analysis along with active content & their value in bulk chemicals.

HURL has the right to check the analysis of the lot of the bulk chemicals received on random basis (minimum
four times in a year), in its own lab or from a reputed lab outside. In case active ingredient is lower with respect
to minimum of the value specified by party, deduction from the delivered cost on prorata basis, shall be done
for said total chemical supplied in that lot. In addition to above, cost of testing if done from lab other than
HURL's own laboratory, shall be borne by vendor for such case. However, in case the test results are within
specified limits, cost of testing shall be borne by HURL. No credit shall be given to vendor for supplying chemical
having higher than quoted active ingredient.

a) Vendor shall carry out daily water analysis to monitor the necessary treatment package. HURL has the right to check
the analysis. Lab facilities (Room & Utilities like water and electricity only) shall be provided to the vendor for the
above analysis. However, for all analysis, required instruments like pH meter, Conductivity meter, Turbidity Meter,
UV-Vis spectrophotometer, Oven, Incubator, Flame photometer, Analytical Balance, etc and standards
chemicals/reagents/glassware/plasticware etc. shall be provided by the vendor. All reagents for testing/analysis in
the scope of vendor. Non-standard Kit methods are not acceptable.

b) Corrosion coupon will be assessed jointly by HURL and vendor.

¢) Microbiological analysis will be carried out by Vendor in consent of HURL' representative, as mentioned at clause
no 3.9.2.

iv) Pre-cleaning & passivation of entire CW. Circuits after hydro-jetting of coolers and flushing of lines, cleaning
of basin & distribution decks in the plant turn around. Vendor shall give detailed procedure along with
consumption of chemicals.

v) Re-passivation for forced major shut down of more than a week-period.

vi) Contingency chemicals (As mentioned in clause 3.5)

In case of Contingencies like Below, Vendor must get written approval from Operations Head to use additional
Chemical quantity to overcome contingencies with Pre contingencies & after treatment result. Billing of such
chemical should not be covered in Normal Operation.

Treatment program should be designed in such a way that the pH of circulating water in return header is kept
within 7.0-7.8. pH in circulating water shall not be allowed to go below 6.8 at any time. Vendor shall maintain
the same with his treatment. During exigencies when pH goes higher than specified values, pH can be
maintained by dosing concentrated sulphuric acid. When pH goes below the specified value vendor shall be

permitted to control pH by dosing Soda Ash, if so required. pH reduction can take place under following
conditions.

) Microbiological activities.
ii) Ingress of acidic gases/ leakage in heat exchangers.

a) pH reduction due to microbiological activity should be avoided. In case of such occurrence,
reasons for such an occurrence shall be established to the satisfaction of HURL and
corrective action must be taken immediately for which vendor shall use biocide. If pH
reduction is due to other reasons, the contractor may be allowed by HURL to use Soda Ash.

b) In case of pH reduction due to ingress of acidic gases, soda ash dosing shall be permitted for
pH correction which will be in HURL account. Such dosing shall be decided by mutual
consent in writing prior to start of dosing. Soda ash required for dosing under all conditions
shall be arranged by bidder. Soda ash shall be of 95- 99 % content of Na2CO3 (by wt.)

3.4.2 Corrosion Inhibitor and Anti-scaling Dispersant:

The treatment program should be capable of maintaining corrosion rate less than 1.0 mpy on MS unpassivated sand
blasted corrosion coupons manufactured as per ASTM, to be supplied by vendor and shall be installed in return header
every month in each cooling tower. Corrosion racks and necessary fittings are in the scope of HURL.

The corrosion coupons shall be sealed by HURL and party’s representative will be associated with such sealing. All keys
shall be kept with plant authorities.

Party should give percent (%) composition of total phosphate & Zinc in their corrosion inhibitor. Normal limits as
mentioned in 2.7 for phosphate and zinc is preferred to be maintained by regular chemical dosing at all times. Bid
evaluation shall be done based upon the quoted quantity and active content in the formulation by the vendor.

a) The scale inhibitor cum dispersant shall take care of chances of scaling due to operation at high pH and high
temperature. Procedure for analysis of dispersant in circulating cooling water is essential along with the technical
bid. To take care of the adverse effects of higher pH during monsoon season, doses of dispersant are to be
maintained on sufficiently higher side to avoid scale formation in critical exchangers where cooling water is on
shell side with low velocity. The dispersant offered should be proven and supporting documents for the same to
be provided.

b) In case of some critical exchangers, a need may arise for localized (satellite) dosing of dispersant. The Vendor
should be ready with necessary arrangements for the same. Doses of dispersant should be selected accordingly.

c) Dispersant Test: Recommended dispersant should give min. 95 % of Ca3 (PO4)2 inhibition test at 50 % of the
recommended dose level under test condition which are pH 8, Ortho PO4: 8 ppm, temperature 70°C and Ca
hardness 500 ppm as CaCO3 in presence of total iron of 0.2 mg/ lit in cooling water system. HURL reserves the
right to test the dispersant.
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3.4.3 Micro Biological Control:

i. Chlorine dioxide shall be dozed with a chlorine dioxide generator to maintain a free residual clo2 level of
minimum 0.2 to 0.5 ppm in return header of each cooling tower.

ii. At least three non-oxidizing biocides out of the following suggestive biocides are to be recommended by
the vendor so as to achieve the guaranteed figure as per Clause No.3.9. Minimum active content of biocide

and ppm dose based on hold up volume for effective bio control shall be as follows: -

Minimum dosing frequency of non-oxidizing biocide will be once in two weeks per tower and a minimum of 26
doses per year per tower, preferably with sequential dosing. Changes in the biocides, if any, will be reviewed after
actual application and monitoring of the system. However dosing frequency will not be altered, and the total cost
of biocide program will be limited to the evaluated value.

Percentage kill efficiency for the biocidal performance of the NOB in CWS shall achieve minimum 95% kill efficiency

for reduction in TVC & SRB without the addition of any oxidizing biocide based on specified microbiological control.

iii. Party shall submit procedure for analyzing active ingredients of all the offered biocides. If offered biocide
active contents and/or dose are less than the above, HURL reserves the right to reject the bid technically
or modify the dose to arrive at aforesaid minimum requirement and load the additional quantity. If
offered concentration/dose is more than specified above, then offered quantity shall be considered for
evaluation. Vendors can also quote biocides other than listed above. However, vendor shall submit
adequate proof that the offered non-oxidizing biocide with indicated active ingredient and dosage has
been used successfully for at least 2 years in other Ammonia/Urea cooling towers, backed up by user

certificate.

Effectiveness of biocide at quoted levels can be independently verified by HURL through certified laboratories. If dosage
level is found inadequate, then quantity can be enhanced by HURL, cost of which will be borne by vendor. Result of test
will be binding on the party.

3.4.4 A dedicated bio-dispersant (100% active EOPO) shall be dosed on continuous basis to keep the system free from bio-
film formation. Minimum dosage of 3.0 ppm of bio dispersant in circulating water is to be maintained.
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3.4.5 Operating Parameters:

In addition to details specified above, the vendor should also consider the following, while designing the treatment.

a) Holding time index / large system volume and limitation in blow down rate. COC is preferred to be in the range
of 4-6. However, vendor shall assess the requirement based upon actual operating data available with the Unit.

b) Water quality as specified at 2.7
c) High temperatures in the CW heat exchangers (both on process and CW sides)
d) Nitrifying bacteria, preferably <25 counts/ml on monthly basis.

Maximum value shall be applicable based on the quality of make-up water as mutually agreed before starting
the treatment. It is desired that normal control limits should not be crossed. In case of exceeding the normal
limits, necessary information shall be conveyed to Production In- charge and corrective action taken
immediately.

3.5 Contingency Treatment:

Bidder shall also quote for extra 10% quantity of all the chemicals including biocide quoted for regular
maintenance as contingency requirement.

3.5.1 The vendor shall have a contingency treatment program to take care of the effect of various
contaminants: The limits contaminants in CW Circulating water shall be as follows.

3.5.2 Contingency shall be decided at the time of its occurrence by mutual consent in writing by HURL. Same shall be
approved by Unit In-charge prior to the start of contingency treatment. A contingency shall be declared if
disturbed condition persists for 48 hrs. (forty-eight hours) for Ammonia and Urea and immediately on detection
of oil. The bidder should indicate the details of chemicals to be used along with quantity for meeting each
contingency for each tower separately. This treatment shall remain effective for 72 hours.

Possible types of contingencies.
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* Low pH excursion (< 6 pH)
*  NH3ingress >40 PPM
* Qil ingress on oil detection
* Co2 excursion
* Loss of microbiological control due to change of makeup water quality and chlorination problem
* Dust and Slit Contamination

3.5.3 Required contingency chemical shall be made available at site and payment shall be made based on actual
consumption due to process upset. Supplier should replace the contingency chemical if not used after the expiry

of self-life, certificate should be submitted during chemical arrival at site.

In case, the contingency like leakage of cooling water from underground header etc., is not controlled within a
reasonable time and HURL decides to continue with it in order to avoid plant interruption, then the modalities of
using additional chemicals shall be discussed and agreed mutually. The continuation of contingency as well as
additional expenditure on this account shall require prior approval of the Unit In-charge.

3.6 Alternative chemicals for water treatment

The contractor may sometimes find it necessary to change one or two chemicals during the treatment based on his
experience regarding efficacy of the chemical in use. Since the contractor shall be in a better position to know
regarding nature of make-up water, circulating water and effectiveness of the treatment, after carrying out the
treatment for some time, allowing use of alternative chemicals is considered in the interest of achieving better results.

For this purpose, vendor shall specify all such alternative chemicals along with their unit rates in the quotation itself.
Main chemical shall be taken for the purpose of bid evaluation and calculating guaranteed cost. Any chemical not in
bidding list, if needed can be agreed after mutual discussion and prior approval of Unit In-charge. However, the
overall guaranteed cost shall remain the same.

3.7 Mobilization Period & stabilization period:

Mobilization period for starting the treatment shall be 15 days maximum from the award of contract. However,
Contract period for the purpose of calculation of the number of days shall be with effect from the actual date of start
of treatment program, which is to be verified by HURL site Engineer-in-Charge.

Stabilization period shall be one month (max.) from the start-up of the Cooling Water Treatment.

3.8 Monitoring:

3.8.1 Monitoring Tools:

Vendor should be equipped with gadgets for monitoring the health of the cooling water system, including simulation
capabilities for trouble-shooting. Gadgets for studying fouling factor, heat flux etc. on line shall be required. Vendors
should clearly mention the details of the monitoring instruments which will be supplied free of cost with the package
for use at site on returnable basis.

Following online / other monitoring instruments are to be provided for each tower from the Vendors:

a) Bio-fouling monitors (with differential pressure gauge) - Meeting NACE Standard, NACE RP0189 latest addition.
b) Online Deposit monitors - Meeting NACE Standard, NACE RP0189 latest addition.

c) Corrosion racks with necessary fittings and screws compatible with corrosion coupon
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d) Analytical kit, Microbiological kit for field testing (with aaacti replenishment)

e) Corrator System- Digital type Corrosion meter with all access fitting & all necessary accessories
f) ORP monitor- Potable ORP meter of reputed maker.

g) Extra Dosing system including metering pumps if required not having with HURL and replacement of spares as and
when required to be taken care by the vendor. Vendor shall keep necessary spare dosing and monitoring system and
spares parts at site so that chemical dosing system and monitoring system can be kept in service uninterrupted. If the
vendor fails to maintain the system in healthy condition, the same will be attended by HURL at the cost and risk of the
vendor. To ensure precise addition of chemicals on continuous basis, the dosing system shall comprise all the
parts/pumps/equipment’s/pipelines/valves to ensure the dosing of different chemicals from dosing tank right up to
the basin and any other equipment required to achieve the dosing on continuous and uniform basis.

h) PC based Software and hardware for trend check
i) Suitable Instruments/equipment for testing
j) Any other instrument for simulation and diagnostic study.

k) Details specification for instruments: -

Coupon Racks Assembly: Corrosion coupon racks with four coupon holders (2 Nos. C.S. + 2 No. SS) are provided by Vendor
for monitoring corrosion rate and pitting rate in ACT & UCT CW return headers & one Coupon rack in cooling water make
up header.

The coupon racks along with accessories like flow meters, flow control valves, orifice fittings, pressure gauges & test
coupons with stipulated specifications shall be supplied and installed by the vendor in the lockable cabinet & sealed for
safe custody of coupons during the treatment.

All Corrosion Coupons Racks shall be provided with Rota meters (0-100 LPM) at inlet for flow measurement & checking.
The corrosion coupons shall be jointly inspected by HURL and Vendor representative before installation and after removal.

CW Velocity across the rack shall be 1.0 m/sec (minimum). CW Flow Rate across the Rack shall be based on Sizing & Velocity
of Racks & shall be about 2.0 m3/hr. There shall not be any free flow from Rack & full-bore flow shall be ensured throughout
the operation.

Corrosion Test Coupons Specification:

The vendor shall supply Corrosion Test Coupons of Carbon Steel as per API 5L Gr.-B, Size

76.25 mm x 12.4 mm x 1.6 mm with a 6.4 mm hole at 6.2 mm from one of the ends. Non-passivated coupons with
certification of compliance indicating specification of material, chemical composition and its mechanical properties packed
in VCI bag. Corrosion coupons should have standard stain smooth surface (abrasive-120) having no curved corners and
individual number stamped. Vendor should supply coupons in original packing with embedded coupon number and same
number shall also be printed on outside consignment/ packing along with test certificate. The coupons with original
packing will only be acceptable and shall be delivered directly HURL site.

Similarly, SS coupons (SS-304/316) shall also be as per specification.
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The Certificates from Original Supplier shall be furnished by Vendor indicating Code no., Coupon no., Spec. with marking
of non-passive Coupons. Without proper Certificates, Test Coupons will not be accepted.

Vendor shall supply & install all Test coupons & coupons rack assemblies as per above at various locations specified by

HURL.

3.8.3 Monitoring Services:

Continuous monitoring and supervision by his specialist(s) on day-to-day basis, during normal operation.

Reporting to plant personnel & submission of daily analysis report to Plant In-charge by 4.00 pm every day.
Involve HURL personnel in the operation and control of the treatment.

Submission of monthly report on water quality and monthly consumption of chemicals.

Reports with detailed analysis and corrective actions for excess consumption of normal and / or contingency
chemicals, if any.

Troubleshooting as and when required through vendor's resident expert.
Training of HURL personnel periodically w.r.t cooling water treatment developments.

Vendor should depute two Supervisor-cum-Chemist at their cost for chemical dosing on daily basis,
troubleshooting and daily analysis to take care of the on-going cooling water treatment. The qualification &
experience in fertilizers industry cooling water treatment of the supervisors should be submitted along with the
technical bid.

Dosing of all chemicals (regular as well as contingency) shall be the total responsibility of the Vendor. It is the
duty of vendor to decide optimum dosage of chemicals in consultation with HURL Engineerin-Charge to take care
of the smooth operation of Plant.

3.9 Essentials/Performance Guarantees:

Vendor will furnish the guarantees for the performance of their CW. treatment programme. Written procedure shall be
submitted for analysis and ascertaining the guarantees, which shall be approved by HURL.

3.9.1 Corrosion Rate:

The corrosion rate as measured on sand blasted MS Unpassivated Test Coupons (C 1010/ UNSV- 1010) as per IS 124921988
procedure separately for each tower should not exceed 1.0 mpy (measured in return header).

a) Analysis shall be reported as a rational number up to one decimal place after rounding off as per procedure laid
down in IS: 2-1960.

b) The test coupon shall be removed normally after duration of 30 days. However, in case of any exigencies, the time
limit may vary by plus/ minus 5 days after approval of BUH.

c) In case cooling water circulation is stopped for more than 8 hours, the test coupons shall be rejected.

3.9.2 Micro Biological Count:

Bidder shall guarantee cooling water system free of undesirable biological growth (to be measured every fortnight)
throughout the period of operation.

- Total bacterial count (TBC) should not exceed 1 lac/ml on fortnightly basis
- Sulphate Reducing Bacteria (SRB) should not exceed 100/100 ml on fortnightly basis.

3.9.3 Ironin circulating water < 0.2 ppm on fortnightly average of iron analyzed on daily basis.
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3.9.4 There should not be any tube leakage or fouling of heat exchangers due to inadequacy in the

C.W. treatment which may result in stoppage of plant. Inspections during planned shutdowns should reveal that heat
exchangers and cooling water system is in good condition without serious corrosion, pitting, scaling or fouling failing
which recoveries, if any from their PBG may be made from the bidder as decided by HURL management.

3.10 Penalties and termination

In case, the conditions, mentioned under the ‘Guarantees’, are not met, the following penalties shall be levied on a yearly
basis.

3.10.1 Corrosion Rate:

a) If the guaranteed corrosion rate for any of the Cooling Tower exceeds 1 mpy, Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty-five
Thousand) per tower per failure, shall be deducted from the running bill of party for each of such failure.

b) In addition to above deduction, if the failure occurs consecutively in following month for same tower, 20% of the SD
cum PBG on prorata basis (Total SD CUM PBG amount x number of towers where failure occurred / total number of
towers being treated) will be forfeited and vendor shall be given 30 days from occurrence, to rectify the same.

c) If failure occurs third time consecutively in same tower balance amount of SD cum PBG, as defined in Clause
3.10.7, shall be forfeited and contract is liable to be terminated.

3.10.2 If any of the three parameters, (TBC, SRB and Fe), individually exceeds the limits in any one tower
mentioned above during the term of the contract, (excluding stabilization period) vendor shall be
allowed to modify treatment at his cost.

However, if any one or more of the parameters remain out in a consecutive/s reading anytime
during the term of the contract Rs 10000 per tower per parameter shall be deducted.

3.10.3 HURL shall have the right to terminate the contract, in case of any eventual unsatisfactory performance
due to which plant has to be stopped, notwithstanding various provisions of the contract.

3.10.4 In case due to unsatisfactory performance of the contract, termination clause becomes operative, a
termination notice of 15 days (minimum) to 3 months at the sole discretion of HURL, shall be given to
the vendor. The contract shall be terminated after expiry of the notice period. During the notice
period, all terms and conditions as applicable in the contract shall apply.

3.10.5 The total liability of the vendor during one-year term of contract on account of failure to meet
guarantees of corrosion rate, SRB, TBC, Fe under 3.10.1 and 3.10.2 will be limited to SD cum PBG
amount, as per clause 3.10.7, plus penal amount deducted under clause 3.10.1 (a).

3.10.6 The SD cum PBG amount will be 10% of total guaranteed order value worked out as per clause 4.3,
Section-‘C’ of Annexure-IV.

3.10.7 In case termination clause becomes operative, forfeiture of SD CUM PBG shall be as follows, in addition
to liabilities under clause 3.08.1(a).

a) If termination clause is operated within first six months of the start of treatment, total
amount of SD-cum-PBG submitted (i.e. for all towers on annual basis) shall be forfeited.
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b) If termination clause is operated between seventh to ninth month of the start of the
treatment, total amount equivalent to 75% of the SD cum PBG submitted (i.e. for all towers
on annual basis) shall be forfeited.

c) If termination clause is operated between the tenth to twelfth month from the start of the
treatment, total amount equivalent to 50% of the SD-cum-PBG amount (i.e. for all towers on
annual basis) shall be forfeited.

It is further clarified that in case any deduction has been made earlier against higher corrosion rate from SD-cumPBG
according to 3.10.1(b) or as panel amount against higher SRB, TBC, Fe as per clause 3.10.2, same shall be refunded/
adjusted against the above forfeiture amount of SD- cum-PBG amount.
In case a regular contract is terminated on unsatisfactory performance, the vendor shall be put on holiday for two years
for HURL.

3.10.8 Manpower not available as proposed- Rs 5000/instance

3.10.9 Unavailability of any of the dosing chemical- Rs 10000/instance

3.10.10 Safety violation/environmental incidence- Rs 5000/instance Due to non-maintaining of water
quality/poor water quality if any equipment or exchanger damages upon RCA. Contractor shall bear
the complete cost of repairing the equipment.

3.10.11 Fail to maintain/report 3 consecutive water quality due to any reason- Rs 5000, also HURL will
recover price of chemical dosed in 3 days (or more as per report) from Contactor

3.10.12 If any of the following parameters are not maintained within the range for four consecutive days, a
penalty of Rs. 1000/- per parameter per day for the period over and above four days shall be
recoverable from their pending bills/subsequent RA Bills.

4.0 Instruction to Bidders for bidding documents

4.1.1 Technical Quote

a) Bidder shall quote for Ammonia and Urea Cooling Water treatment in respect
of control parameters of circulating water, chemical dosing rate, chemical
consumption, Unit rates etc for each site i.e for HURL Barauni and HURL Sindri
each.

b) Bidder shall indicate the maximum consumption of each regular chemical to
be supplied by him (excluding chemicals under owner scope), for each cooling
tower per month. Maximum payable/guaranteed contract amount shall be
calculated for all towers taken together, on yearly consumption based on 365
days of regular operation of cooling towers as more specifically detailed at
Clause 4.3.

c) Consumption limits of Sulphuric Acid, hydrochloric acid, sodium hypochlorite
and sodium chlorite will be as mentioned in clause 4.5

d) After shutdown and draining of Cooling Tower, the requirement of Pre-

cleaning/ Bio- cleaning and passivation chemicals as well as one extra charge
required due to refilling of cooling tower, should be indicated separately in
‘Price Bid Format’

e) Contingency chemicals and their quantities for contingency, as foreseen by
Bidder (Ref para 3.5) for each cooling tower, shall be indicated separately.
Same shall be included in evaluation of bid.

f) In case of any additional shutdown during the year which has resulted in
draining of the water from the cooling tower (s), the additional initial fill, pre-
cleaning/bio-cleaning and passivation chemicals including biocide and bio
dispersant whichever required, shall be allowed after approval of competent
authority.

g) Chemical consumption shall be calculated on the basis of Cycle of
Concentration (C.0.C), blow down quantity as mentioned in ‘details of existing
cooling water system’ in Section-A.

A. Bidder shall furnish calculations for the same.

h) Contract shall initially be for one-year duration which on successful execution
may be extended for another one year based on satisfactory performance, at
the same rate, terms, and conditions, subject to mutual consent.

4.2 Bid Evaluation:

Following shall be considered for the purpose of bid evaluation only:
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« For the purpose of evaluation, cost of all towers at a unit shall be clubbed together on an
annual basis.

+  Cost of Chemicals for regular treatment based on bidder’s quotation in terms of quantity
and unit rates shall be considered for 365 days of operation in a year. (Except the chemicals
under owner scope)

« Cost of chemicals required for change over from existing treatment to new treatment as
specified in Price Bid format.

+  Cost of Pre-cleaning/Bio-cleaning and passivation chemicals as well as one charge required
due to refilling of cooling tower, after shutdown and draining of Cooling Tower

« Bidder shall also quote for extra 10% quantity of all the chemicals including biocide
quoted for regular maintenance as contingency requirement.

« lItis, however, clarified that guaranteed overall annual cost shall be calculated as detailed
at 4.3 below.

4.3 Guaranteed Overall Annual Cost

a) Vendor shall guarantee the overall annual cost of treatment chemicals which shall be worked
out as follows.

4.4 Vendor’s Scope

Vendor’s scope of work, supply and services shall be as described below:

6. All necessary instruments as stated above along with reagents/chemicals to be provided by
vendor, which shall be taken back after completion of contract.

7. Vendor should keep minimum 02 months chemicals stock at HURL complex.

The scope of work includes but not limited to the following:

a) Carrying out the daily water analysis to monitor the necessary Cooling tower Cooling water
chemical treatment package. HURL has the right to check the analysis. Lab facilities shall be
provided to you for the above analysis. However, for analysis of Chlorine dioxide and Zinc,
spectrophotometer shall be provided by you. All reagents for testing/analysis are in your scope.

b) Complete monitoring of Cooling water program and also for keeping the complete system in
proper working condition by regular maintenance. Your service engineer/Chemist should be

stationed permanently at HURL, BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI.

C) Providing complete technical program support and training to HURL personnel involved in the
Cooling water Treatment operation and monitoring of work.

d) Microbial analysis shall be carried out by HURL in the presence of your representative.

e) Dosing of chemicals, daily Monitoring, Supervision and Troubleshooting of treatment Program.

f) Corrosion coupon will be assessed jointly by HURL and the Site in charge of Contractor.

g) Submitting regular service reports of cooling water parameters.

h) Suggesting remedial measures for any upset in the treatment with back up support in
implementation of the same. For this bidder shall depute their application Engineer(s) at HURL,

BARAUNI & HURL SINDRI on permanent basis and provide services of vendor specialist
whenever required.
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i) HURL has the right to check the analysis of the lot of bulk chemicals received on random basis
(minimum four times in a year), in its own laboratory or from a reputed laboratory outside. In
case any active ingredient is found lower with respect to the minimum of specified value by
the contractor, deduction from the delivered cost on pro-rata basis, shall be done for the said
total chemical supplied in that lot. In addition to above, cost of testing if done from lab other
than HURL own laboratory shall be borne by the vendor for such case. However, in case the
test results are within specified limits, cost of testing shall be borne by HURL. No credit shall
be given to vendor for supplying chemical having higher than quoted active ingredient. In this
regard clause No. 3.1 (l) of Section B of Technical section of Tender documents may be referred.
Any Transportation of chemicals from stores to cooling tower nearby dosing site is in the scope

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4.6 Contents of Offer

4.6.1 Bidder shall furnish details of the treatment program including the following: -
a) Descriptions of program.

b) Chemicals used, giving name, code number and function i.e. passivating agent, anti- scaling,
dispersant, bio-dispersant, biocide and any other specific chemicals along with active matter,
concentration and percentage kill of biocides

c) Dozing rates, monthly consumption as well as yearly consumption of chemicals for each Cooling
Tower. This shall include the quantity of sulphuric acid & other chemicals under owner scope. These
shall be supported by design calculations.

4.6.2 The treatment program for each cooling tower should be separately indicated for (a) Pre- cleaning
and passivation, (b) Normal Treatment, (c) Contingency treatment for each contingency tower wise.

Vendor shall submit complete procedure and time required for the change-over of the new
treatment.

4.6.3 Detailed description of the philosophy and working of the automatic feed monitoring and dosing
system (wherever applicable).

4.6.4 Source of supply of the chemicals, including quality control system.

4.6.5 Details regarding similar experience in implementing cooling water treatment programs. These shall
include name, location and details of the plant, specification of treatment system, period of
operation, analysis / inspection report.

Further, the pre-cleaning, passivation and
contingency chemicals leftover at the end of the contract shall be taken back by the vendor and HURL
shall recover the corresponding amount from the vendor, if already paid for.

Chemicals will
be ordered in staggered manner as per site Requirement.
Termination of contract:

* HURL shall have the right to terminate the contract, in case of any eventual unsatisfactory
performance due to which plant has to be stopped, notwithstanding various provisions of the contract.

* If the supplier fails to supply the material as per PO terms awarded by HURL.

* In case due to unsatisfactory performance of the contract, termination clause becomes operative, a
termination notice of 15 days (minimum) to 3 months at the sole discretion of HURL, shall be given to
the vendor. The contract shall be terminated after expiry of the notice period. During the notice period,
all terms and conditions as applicable in the contract shall apply.

* In case a regular contract is terminated on unsatisfactory performance, the vendor shall be put on
holiday for one year for HURL.

HURL will not be held accountable to any penalty/compensation in any form. However, If any financial
expense/penalty is borne by HURL it will be recovered by Vendor in next bill.

Vendor must Ensure Regular Services (CW sampling, analysis, reporting, etc) by deputing minimum 2 skilled
manpower at site in the General shift of working days or non-working days in case of any emergencies.

a) Technical Manpower:

Operator/Field Engineer: One experienced Operator/Engineer having qualifications with minimum B.Sc (Science)/

Diploma/ B.E/ B.Tech in Engineering and 1 — 2 Years Experience in the relevant field.

Chemists: One experienced Chemists having qualifications with minimum B. Sc (Chemistry as one of the subject)

and 1 — 2 Years Experience in the relevant field.

Helpers (Lab cum Field): Minimum one helper to meet given scope of work.

Sulphuric acid and chemicals for ClO2 dosing like NaOCI, NaClO2 and HCl under HURL scope.

Vendor will be fully responsible for ensuring & reporting of Makeup, blowdown, Sulphuric acid dosing, chemical
dosing for ClO2 generation & cooling water quality.

Ensuring availability of skilled/highly skilled Manpower for checking dosing rate of chemicals & in case of any
upset regarding cooling tower and CW exchanger operation for pre-cleaning, Passivation Activity, etc (Field
Engineer & Technician).

Vendor shall provide training program support and training to HURL employees.

Supply of chemicals required for regular treatment of cooling water. In case, any chemical left after 12-month
contract period should be submitted to HURL. MSDS should be shared & displayed on site for all chemicals.

It is vendor responsibility to ensure minimum 15 days chemical is available at cooling tower site & 1 month
chemical in HURL store at any time. Storage & Safe keeping of chemicals at site is vendors responsibility. In case
of safety violation or contamination due to chemical storage will result penalty of Rs 5000 per instance.
Vendor shall take back all the used/empty containers after proper cleaning and dispose at their own risk &
cost and maintain proper record for the same

Lab Testing and Quality control (sampling, analysis, judgment & reporting, etc.) will be vendor’s scope.

After each step of Pre-cleaning & Passivation, the analysis / inspection result to be submitted to process owner
of respective area.

Sampling Schedule to be submitted along with the procedure.
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13. Vendor shall provide specifications/data sheets and the analytical methods for analysis of the proposed

chemicals & test certificates with concentration of important ingredients with each supply.

14. Vendor shall submit quality control Test Report of each chemical with each supply lot of the chemicals. HURL
will carry out the analysis for chemicals in their Laboratory. Analysis report of HURL's Lab shall be treated as
final. If vendor desires, he may remain present during testing of chemicals.

15. HURL will allow to use only offered chemicals in bid during contract period. However, to meet the performance
guarantees, if vendor desires to use other chemicals not quoted in the offer, vendor shall use them at his cost
after getting prior approval from HURL.

16. Ads Dispersant, Bio-dispersant, Corrosion inhibitors and Biocides shall be accepted after laboratory test at HURL
for active ingredient specified. In case concentration of active ingredient for each chemical falls below the
specified limit in the offer, chemical will be accepted with penalty as below. Vendor shall provide analytical
method of analysis along with active content & their value in bulk chemicals. Reagents and instruments required
for analyzing the active content of bulk chemicals will be supplied by party on returnable basis.

In case active ingredient is lower with respect to minimum
of the value specified by the party, deduction from the delivered cost on pro rata basis, shall be done for said
total chemical supplied in that lot in addition to above,

*  Upto 95 % of specified concentration value of active ingredient, single pro-rata deduction will be made
for reduction in concentration of active ingredient from the price of concerned chemical.

* Asd From 95 % to 90 % of specified concentration value of active ingredient, double pro-rata deduction
will be made for reduction in concentration of active ingredient from the price of concerned chemical.
Below 90% of specified concentration the material shall be rejected party shall take back the material,
the cost involved in taking back the material shall be borne by the party. Say for e. g.

All manpower should use mandatory and Job specific PPE’S. It is contractor responsibility to provide HURL
approved mandatory PPE’S (safety shoes, hand gloves, Hemet, ear plug googles) and job specific PPE’S like

Apron, 3-piece PVC suit, Rubber gloves, face mask etc. If anyone is found not using job specific PPE’s penalty
will be imposed of Rs 5000 per instance. If Same person is found not following Safety guideline or PPE’S more

Contractor’s Obligations

other technical services etc. during the tenure of contract period. He or his substitute shall be available at
HURL site on all working days and on Sundays and holidays.

The contractor will consider appointing staff (experienced field operators, lab analysts & inspection
technicians) as per Requirement. Contractor must Ensure no criminal case is filled against any person deputed
by them. Must submit police verification & Full body medical report to HURL.

Boarding, lodging and transportation from residence to plant will be in Contractor’s scope.

The contractor shall arrange all the safety gadgets like helmets, safety shoes, gloves, safety goggles etc. for his
manpower as per safety norms of HURL. The contractor shall abide by all the safety rules and regulation of
HURL.

The contractor shall engage proper skilled / qualified / authorized personnel and ensure the expected quality
of work. If any of their personnel is found to be unsuitable by HURL the contractor shall withdraw them and
provide suitable replacement immediately, failing which HURL reserves full rights to get the job done by
alternate suitable persons at risk and cost of the contractor.

Mobilization Period:

Mobilization time of 15 days shall be provided to start the job after written communication.

Contract Period: 12 Months from the date of issue of LOI/Start of work (which one is later), with an option to
extend for an additional one year based on satisfactory performance, at the same rate, terms, and conditions,
subject to mutual consent. This contract can be terminated any time at the sole discretion & decision of HURL
by giving 1-month advance notice.

Compliance of statutory requirement and labor laws like Labour License, Insurance, Payment Sheets, PF, ESI,
Bonus, retrenchment benefit and minimum wages as per government guidelines will be in Contractor’s scope.
The contractor to meet the requirement of documentation for bill processing as suggested by HURL finance &
